Have you ever had one of those moments where you were over-
whelmed, but in a good way?  Like when someone completely sur-
prises you, or you witness an event that just brings a surge of warmth 
and joy that leaves you speechless?  Those are great moments, aren’t 
they?  Lately, I’ve had a series of them, and it’s all added up to being 
in a “zone” of overwhelming gratitude.  Because….We (as in my fam-
ily) have experienced God’s goodness in a way we never have before.  
When we were looking seriously at the house we ended up buying; I 
went there a number of times to pray.  I knew it would be a big project; 
so I really wanted to be sure that I wasn’t letting a passion of mine 
(hunting) cloud my judgment.  Each time I asked in true Gideon fash-
ion, “Are you sure God?  Am I hearing you correctly?”…God spoke, 
and I had great peace.  The short story is that from the beginning, 
things did not go as planned.  From banking to building, what I knew 
was going to be a big project turned out to be way bigger than I ever 
imagined (it generated a whole bunch of sermon illustrations)!   
 

Now, the light at the end of the tunnel is bright.  We are moving to 
Fremont on the 30th, and I have this coming week off to pack up my 
family and belongings to become Packers.  We won’t be moving to our 
house, but will be able to very soon.  Which leads me to sharing why 
my wife and I are in a “zone of overwhelming gratitude”.   
 

We have been blessed off the charts by so many people I don’t dare 
list a one because I might miss another.  Some have come to our 
house just once, some have come so often I’ll feel indebted to them 
for a lifetime…but all have given of themselves, and we are in awe. 
And every time I pause and think about it (or pray a prayer of thanks 
with them in a soon to be warm house)…it is overwhelming.  We can-
not thank any of you enough; and as Phil. 1:3-4 says, “I thank my God 
every time I remember you, in all my prayers for all of you, I always 
pray with joy…”…I do!  
 

Nor can I stop thanking God.  Why He wanted us at 7044 W. 80th will 
come into sharper focus in the future.  Maybe it was deepen my grati-
tude.  Maybe it was to build relationships.  Maybe it was something 
else, or something yet to be revealed.  Or all of the above.  Maybe, 
and surely, it was to demonstrate anew what a leap of faith will do, 
and to give God the glory:  
 

   “Now to Him who is able to do immeasurably more than 
all we ask or imagine according to His power that is at work 
within us, to Him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus…
forever and ever!”  - Ephesians 3:20-21.  
 

Whatever the case; I’m in a zone of being overwhelmed due to so 
many people’s help, and His goodness. It’s a good place to be.  
As we make a move, my deepest thanks to everyone who has  
prayed, helped, and blessed us.  And to Him, all praise, glory  
and honor for showing me yet another mountain…then pulling  
me up it.
